I periodically purchase bird sets from a dealer in Great Britain when the new issue dealers here in the 

United States that I do business with do not deal with certain countries, or have sold out of an issue I am 

looking for, cannot reorder, etc. When I receive my order, the outside of the envelope has what I call 

labels marked 1st Class and a picture of a bird on the right side of the label. 

Linn’s Stamp News recently had an article on these labels entitled “Post & Go.” Another name is 

machine labels (framas). These “Post & Go” labels can be used with five denominations: First Class up 

to 100g, First Large up to 100g, Europe up to 20g, Worldwide up to 10g, and Worldwide up to 20g.
