When he listed the first issuance of this species, he did not have
Scott numbers as part of the listing. He also listed the bird species as a Gyrfalcon, Falco rusticolus. 1
followed up with relisting it when I took over the authorship of Ornithology in V55(4), page 187, but
listing the Scott numbers that they gave the two stamps, which were #’s 243 (1s value) and 242 (50t
value), and relisted it as the same species that Randall Shore listed.

Subsequent stamps were issued of this same stamp, but not listed in following quarterly Journals. In
addition to the updating listing below, the bird should be listed as a Saker Falcon, Falco cherrug. This
is what the identification is as listed on Kjell Scharning’s birdtheme.org website. This update is listed in
the dates that they were issued by Kyrgyzstan, according to Scott Publishing Company.
