One way for readers to avoid the delay in receiving the journal is to subscribe to the on-line version. It is
usually available for download within a day or so of the final editing. Another advantage of the web
version is that it is less expensive than the print version. The cost is $15 per year for the on-line edition
versus $20 for US and Canada and $25 rest of the world for the print version. You can find the details
for ordering the on-line version at: hitpz/biophilately.org/application.htm. The most recent three issues
are password protected and available only to web and print subscribers. But all other archived issues are
available to any user. So, if there is an edition you missed, or an article you would like to see again, the
on-line archive is a way to obtain them.

Speaking of web sites, the American Topical Association, our parent organization, has revamped their
web site and you can find it at: hitp:/www.AmericanTopicalAssn.org. You can find current information
there about the annual National Topical Stamp Show scheduled to be held 22-24 June 2012, in
Lancaster. Pennsylvania. I highly encourage all members to attend. The Biology Unit holds its annual
meeting at this show and I would greatly enjoy meeting all of you there.
