IBEROMESORNIS, Iberomesornis romeralli Subclass Enantiornithis
Family Iberomesornithidae (000.550)
Equatorial Guinea, 2001, 244b, 500 francs

An extinct bird (or perhaps dinosaur) from the Early Cretaceous Period.
This subclass became extinct with the dinosaurs. Iberomesornis was toothed
and had an eight-foot wingspan.
Habitat: near water. Range: The only specimen was found in Spain in 1998.

TYTTHOSTONYX, Tytthostonyx glauconiticus Pelecanoididae
(000.560) Gambia, 1999, 2139g, 3 dalasys

An extinct diving petrel from the Late Cretaceous & Early Paleocene

periods.

Habitat: pelagic.

(bird on the left) is similar with white spots on the forecrown.
